�. Device Overview
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�. When the device is powered on, it enters normal power consumption mode. If no scanning 
operation is initiated within � minutes, the device will enter low-power mode. In this mode, 
power consumption is approximately one-third of that in normal mode, the radar stops 
working, but data can still be copied. Additionally, after a scan is completed, if the device 
remains in standby mode for � minutes without any operation, it will also enter low-power 

�. The device emits an audible alert during startup , shutdown, when the battery level drops 
below ��%, and when it drops below ��%. During recording, if the battery level falls below 
��%, the device will forcibly stop recording and automatically save the data. When the bat-
tery level drops below �%, the device will automatically shut down to protect itself.

�. If a battery with less than ��% charge is inserted into the device, the device will not power 
on.
